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Christopher Negraes awarded an SPIE Optics and Photonics Scholarship

Scholarship by SPIE, the international society for optics and photonics, for potential contributions to 
optics, photonics, or a related field.   

 
Negraes is a second-year undergraduate student at the University of Ottawa, in an 
honors BSc physics-mathematics program. He has been doing research in Dr. Jeff 
Lundeen’s Quantum Photonics Lab since the summer of 2024, principally working 
in holography. Negraes’ current project is investigating how to write a 
superposition of Bragg gratings on a volume hologram using a spatial light 
modulator. “I am honored to be among the recipients of this scholarship,” he said, 
“and am grateful for the aid it will provide in advancing my photonics research 
career.” 
 

 
This month, the Society is awarding $323,000 in scholarships to 74 outstanding SPIE Student Members, 
based on their potential contribution to optics and photonics, or a related discipline. Successful 
applicants were evaluated, selected, and approved by the SPIE Scholarship Committee, chaired by SPIE 
Senior Member Brian Primeau.
