Ty is developing signal filtering 
techniques for ultrabroadband terahertz systems, which will be broadly 
applicable to a variety of terahertz imaging and spectroscopy devices. “I am 
proud to be involved in photonics research, and I thank SPIE for their support in 
my studies,” said Ty.  

 
 
This month, the Society is awarding $323,000 in scholarships to 74 outstanding SPIE Student Members, 
based on their potential contribution to optics and photonics, or a related discipline. Successful 
applicants were evaluated, selected, and approved by the SPIE Scholarship Committee, chaired by SPIE
