Scholarship by SPIE, the international society for optics and photonics, for potential contributions to 
optics, photonics, or a related field.   

 
Hu is a fourth-year PhD student in the Department of Computer Science and 
Informatics at Emory University, supervised by Dr. Xiaofeng Yang in the Deep 
Biomedical Imaging Lab at Emory School of Medicine. Hu’s research focuses 
on artificial intelligence for medical-image analysis, including multi-modal 
foundation models for segmentation, registration, image synthesis, and 
treatment planning. “I’m grateful to receive this SPIE scholarship,” said Hu, 
who aims to develop AI-driven technologies to advance precision diagnostics 
and radiation therapy. “It will strongly support my educational and career 
goals in medical physics and medical imaging.”  

 
This month, the Society is awarding $323,000 in scholarships to 74 outstanding SPIE Student Members, 
based on their potential contribution to optics and photonics, or a related discipline. Successful 
applicants were evaluated, selected, and approved by the SPIE Scholarship Committee, chaired by SPIE 
Senior Member Brian Primeau.  
 
Since this program began in 1978, SPIE has distributed more than $7.5 million dollars in individual 
scholarships. This ambitious effort reflects the Society's commitment to education as well as to the 
future generations of optical scientists and engineers around the world.
