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Yohan Szuszko Soares awarded an SPIE Optics and Photonics Scholarship

inspires him most in this field, and Szuszko Soares believes that doing science
and sharing science must go hand in hand to truly drive progress. “l am honored
to receive the SPIE Optics and Photonics Scholarship, and grateful to my advisors
for their continued guidance and support,” said Szuszko Soares.
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This month, the Society is awarding $323,000 in scholarships to 74 outstanding SPIE Student Members,
based on their potential contribution to optics and photonics, or a related discipline. Successful
applicants were evaluated, selected, and approved by the SPIE Scholarship Committee, chaired by SPIE
Senior Member Brian Primeau.

Since this program began in 1978, SPIE has distributed more than $7.5 million dollars in individual
scholarships. This ambitious effort reflects the Society's commitment to education as well as to the
future generations of optical scientists and engineers around the world.
