Yuhan Hao awarded an SPIE Optics and Photonics Scholarship 

 
BELLINGHAM, Washington, USA — Yuhan Hao has been awarded a 2025 Optics and Photonics 
Scholarship by SPIE, the international society for optics and photonics, for potential contributions to 
optics, photonics, or a related field.   
 

Hao is a master's student in the Department of Automation at Tsinghua 
University (China), co-supervised by Professor Qionghai Dai and Professor 
Jiamin Wu. Hao’s research focuses on developing multi-dimensional, 
aberration-resilient, wide-field, and high-speed imaging solutions for 
astronomical observation and remote sensing. He has published related 
work in Nature Photonics and holds a patent on digital adaptive optics. 
Currently, Hao is working on light-field imaging and exploring its potential 
for aberration detection and correction. "I’m grateful to be part of the SPIE 
community and look forward to contributing to the advancement of optical 
imaging for astronomy," said Hao.  

 
This month, the Society is awarding $323,000 in scholarships to 74 outstanding SPIE Student Members, 
based on their potential contribution to optics and photonics, or a related discipline. Successful 
applicants were evaluated, selected, and approved by the SPIE Scholarship Committee, chaired by SPIE 
Senior Member Brian Primeau.  
 
Since this program began in 1978, SPIE has distributed more than $7.5 million dollars in individual 
scholarships. This ambitious effort reflects the Society's commitment to education as well as to the 
future generations of optical scientists and engineers around the world.
